We, the signers of this petition, call on you to seek Rodney K. Stanberry’s freedom from prison.  This should be done immediately.  Rodney was arrested and convicted despite a confession by another individual, documents placing Rodney at work when the crimes occurred, co-workers placing him at work, eyewitnesses placing the person who confessed at the scene of the crime, and the passing of a lie detector test. His only crime was being too helpful to law enforcement in pursuing the true perpetrators of the crime, and he is currently being punished for being innocent.  He won’t be granted parole because he maintains his innocence.   

Your Assistant District Attorney who tried the case successfully entered a Motion in Limine which turned into hearsay both the confession by one of the people involved and the existence of the shooter.  In fact, while telling the media that the shooter would be brought from New York to face trial, your ADA told the judge entering his motion “And then there are two people from New York supposedly,…. I’m not vouching that any of these people exist or did exist, because there are serious questions about that as well.”  It was discovered during Rodney’s appeal that your ADA did visit one of the people involved, but he claimed to only have been “on vacation” in New York and only went to Riker’s Island prison to see if the individual existed. No one was ever tried except Rodney.  The person the ADA visited in New York, in a written statement, also exonerated Rodney.  

You will soon be leaving office.  Your years in the courthouse will be behind you, but you will be answerable to your conscience for the rest of your life. The trial and appeals took place under your watch.  You should not leave this case, with so much evidence of innocence, on the plate of the next District Attorney.  Justice is never served when the wrong person is convicted.  Mr. Tyson, please do the right thing—release Rodney K. Stanberry. You have the power to pursue justice.  You have the power to bring about true justice for the victim, the victim’s family, Rodney, his family, and the citizens of Alabama.
