Greetings, Members of the Free Rodney Stanberry Facebook page:
 I hope this message finds you in good spirits.  So, today is my birthday. In lieu of birthday greetings, I’ve asked people on my facebook page to contact (via phone or mail) Gov. Riley and Mobile, DA John Tyson, Jr..     But I want you to go a step further.  Today, please share with at least 5 people that you know information about Rodney K. Stanberry. You can share the two links below and refer them to the webpage (www.freerodneystanberry.com).  Also, please call Mobile DA John Tyson, Jr. today (251-574-8400).  Here is why this is important to do today:

1) Mobile DA John Tyson, Jr. will be leaving office on January 20th. He needs to be encouraged everyday to put the wheels in motion to free Rodney Stanberry.

2) Gov. Bob Riley will leave office on January 17th. While he will say that his office cannot go above the Board of Pardons and Parole, please ask him to consider a suspended sentence (we can fight for a pardon later. Rodney’s father will be 77 next month, his mother continues to ail, his sister needs her brother, his teen-aged son needs his father, and his friends, family and support system need to have him back with them).   At some point today, I will post a letter received from Gov. Riley following our “write-in” campaigns started on Dr. Wilmer Leon’s show. www.wilmerleon.com.   

3) If you’ve followed the reduction in sentences granted by Governor Barbour of Mississippi and Gov. Paterson of New York, the activists and attorneys for the individuals (Scott Sisters and John White, respectively) said that it was Internet activism that led to the decision.  There are two “I’s” in activism, one for you and one for me. We need you to be active. Today, please share with 5 people and call John Tyson, Jr.s office. 
4) Within the next few days, Mobile DA John Tyson, Jr., Gov. Riley, and others will receive a very detailed letter about why and how Rodney was convicted of these crimes.  The letter truly shows the anatomy of convicting an innocent man and begins with actions of the Prichard Police Department and the then Assistant District Attorney that will shock and upset even the casual observer, I think.  I will post that letter on the Free Rodney Stanberry page after the DA’s office receives it and, particularly, if they do not respond. I am very sympathetic towards Prichard so I don’t mean to indict them, but in this case, you have to see what happened.  
5) We all want this to be over with. Rodney was arrested in 1992, convicted in 1995, and began to serve three 20 year sentences (attempted murder, attempted burglary, attempted robbery) to be served concurrently.  Rodney owned the same guns he is accused of stealing, eyewitnesses (and actual work documents and his supervisor) place him at work when these crimes occurred, and Rodney, immediately upon learning about the shootings and robbery did all that he could to assist the police (they thought he was being too helpful- no, he was trying to help them locate immediately the person who shot Ms. Finley!!!.  In fact, the victim was asked as she was recovering from a coma which of these individuals could have been at your house. When the Prichard detective asked this question, he was using a photo, provided by Rodney within 24 hours of the crimes that contained the two people who fled back to New York, including the shooter. She squeezed someone’s hand indicating that Rodney could have been at her house. He was often at her house as they were friends. This is how she came to identify Rodney, his girlfriend and his bronco- even as the DA had solid evidence and witnesses with evidence to the contrary.  It was Rodney who called the detectives in New York, told them what happened, and asked them to stop those guys when they got off the bus. It was Rodney who provided photos of his friends within 24 hours of when the crimes were committed, and it was Rodney who secretly recorded someone with knowledge of the crimes to further get the truth. He turned this over to the police.  In addition, the confession by one of the individuals at the house when the crimes were committed exonerates Rodney. The then ADA said he’ll never believe the confession and never will believe that the person who confessed was at the victim’s house, even as the person described a house that only a person in the house could.  If the then ADA had been able to question the suspects rather than go off a theory which led him to believe that there were no people from New York, that these were all cover stories, Rodney would have continued to be a hardworking, law-abiding, middle-class, taxpaying citizen, instead of spending the last 14 years of his life going through the wretched ordeal of being an innocent man incarcerated and the last 19 years having to fight for and prove his innocence.  Rodney continued to work at the same job he’d had for years until the day before he had to enter the prison system. That says a lot about this man, who also passed a polygraph test.  Rodney is very empathetic about what happened to the victim, as we all should be. It was a brutal crime. But let’s not tolerate convicting an innocent man as the victim never receives true justice when the wrong person is convicted.   Let’s Free Rodney K. Stanberry. Your activism is desperately needed.
